Teaching Approach

As per the necessity of time, our BWIC scholars have formulated the following strategies for the pedagogical methods that
translate our vision of academic excellence into a reality.

Research

Research cultivates inquisitiveness and accelerates the
enthusiasm of students as they come across several findings
from researched issues. To add more to it, a researched
finding is always much better than any textbook that is
randomly designed. Our faculties are specialized with intense
indulgence in research that helps them deliver classes in the
most effective ways.

Field Visit

Apart from practical classes, Bridgewater has also incorporated
Field Visits in its curricular activities. It helps students
experience a more applied and real picture of the contents
than abstract textual lectures on theories presented in the
classrooms. Chemical based manufacturers, biodiversity
conservation areas, hydropower plants, different industries
and factories manufacturing steel, cement and so on including
technology-oriented sectors are some of the relevant areas to
visit for the field work. The students of Humanities participate in various societal activities organized by NGOs and INGOs and
visit media houses to get a clear insight of social engineering and human behaviors.

Project work

In order to resolve highly complex problems, students essentially require to have both fundamental and advanced skills.
Implication of technology and effective methods of presentation strengthens the mode of resolution of the problems. With the
combination of skills along with the guidelines and mentorship of highly skilled lecturers, students become highly skilled
and qualified professionals cultivating their own learning efforts.
